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When you add to this the current problems of the credit crunch it is even more vital that
agricultural businesses try to find secure and loyal markets, models such as are being
prapased by tammas could well be such a business model.

Over 500 people attended a meeting last year held in Lampeter by the West Wales Soil
Association, including residents, farmers, business people, teachers, students, paliticians
and local and national media. The attendees unanimously voted to take part in the
transition movement, supporting their local communities in preparing for a low energy way
of life. This strength of support demanstrates a clear market for sustainable and local
business models such as Lammas”.

For there 1o be viable long term industry that is not reliant on high inputs it is vital that we
have a range of businesses trialing new techniques and crops and innovating to find new
solutions to land use and livelihood. Organic industry re-examines mankind's thousands of
years experience of agriculture in the light of new technology to find the best varieties and
cultivation methods. But it is vital that we encourage new enterprises to continue this
work.
